IMPORTANT - REGISTERING YOUR CHILD FOR SCHOOL

Important dates if your child will be starting school in September 2025 (Children born between 15t
Sept 2020 and 31st August 2021).

November 2024: you should receive a letter and Information Pack from the School Admissions Team
adyvising you on how to apply for a school place. If you haven't received one by the end of the
month, contact the Co-ordinated Admissions Team on 01452 425407 or email
school.admissions@gloucestershire.gov.uk

Midnight on 15" January 2025: This is the deadline for making your application.
Wednesday 16" April 2024: Allocation Day, when you hear which school you have been offered.

You must apply to the county council for a primary school place, even if you have put your name
down at a school or your child has an older sibling at that school.

We encourage parents to list five preferred schools on their form as school places cannot be
guaranteed. Only putting one school does not mean that you will be allocated that school, and your
child may be allocated a school that you would not have listed.
